CAA Candidacy Decision Flow Chart
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Decision Points:





Submits Application – CAA reviews the application/development plan to determine the program’s readiness to submit the official candidacy application with revisions. The number of readiness reviews by the CAA is limited to one. 





Site Visit scheduled – review of the candidacy application indicates the program’s readiness to proceed with a site visit. The program may choose not to proceed with a site visit after its review of the comments from the CAA. 





Award Candidacy – Site visit verifies evidence/ documentation is present as reported in the candidacy application. Program demonstrates compliance in accordance with Standards Compliance Continuum and preparedness for students to be enrolled. If CAA denies candidacy, program may appeal.
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
